· Enclose two letters of recommendation from separate sources which may include teachers, neighbors, clergy, employers, civic organizations, law enforcement, etc.  No relations/relatives.

· If a high school senior, submit letter of acceptance to a college.

· Enclose a transcript of high school and/or college grades.
